The Current Situation 
 

The past year has been an uncertain one 

for camping at Pelican Lake Baptist Camp. 

In 2007, the Heartland Area Resource Team 

made the decision to temporarily suspend 

camping at PLBC. This decision was due (in 

part) to the substantial financial difficulties 

facing the camp. It was decided that we 

should use 2008 as a “fallow” year in order 

to decide how best to proceed with the fu-

ture of camping in Manitoba. As a result of 

this decision, a new camp board was put 

into place to develop a plan for Pelican 

Lake. Our mandate is to assist in developing 

a plan to deal with the operating costs that 

the camp faces each year, come up with a 

long-term plan for repaying outstanding 

debt as well as ensuring that all of our facili-

ties are safe and ready to accommodate a 

fresh group of campers if and when we re-

open our doors. To get this done, we need 

help from our churches. We need people 

who are passionate about this ministry and 

the valuable service that it provides to our 

children. In short, we need you. Whether 

you can contribute through finances, labor 

or prayer, we hope that you will remember
