Rather than push, let’s 
walk with people as they move towards belief in a 
new life with Christ.

Become
We are all on a lifelong journey towards Christ. 
Understanding this helps us understand each 
other. As we walk in our own journey of faith, let’s 
be sensitive to where others are on their journey. 
As scripture says ‘as iron sharpens iron’, let us also 
sharpen each other to be instruments for God. 
This is becoming: seeing God’s will for your own 
life, and helping others to do God’s will also.
